

Albert Einstein was a revolutionary theoretical physicist, best known for formulating the theory of relativity, one of the two pillars of modern physics alongside quantum mechanics. Born on March 14, 1879, in Ulm, Germany, Einstein showed an early interest in mathematics and science. His most famous equation, E=mc², expresses the relationship between mass and energy, and has had profound implications for nuclear energy and our understanding of the universe.

In 1905, often called his "Annus Mirabilis" (miracle year), Einstein published four groundbreaking papers, including work on the photoelectric effect, which earned him the Nobel Prize in Physics in 1921. Einstein was also a humanitarian and advocate for civil rights, pacifism, and Zionism. He fled Nazi Germany in 1933 and settled in the United States, where he worked at the Institute for Advanced Study in Princeton, New Jersey. Despite his brilliance, he remained modest and philosophical, often reflecting on science, peace, and humanity.

Einstein passed away on April 18, 1955, but his legacy endures, not just in physics, but as a symbol of intellectual curiosity and moral responsibility.
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
